How to turn your recycling in to cash… The Springbank community (circle on map) is taking part in a new recycling trial, and could benefit from a cash reward. The more glass bottles and jars, food and drinks cans, newspapers and magazines recycled the more cash will be generated for the community. 





From March to November 2012, the weight of material recycled will be compared with the same period in 2011; and if it has increased Cheltenham Borough Council will pay a cash reward to a good cause chosen by the community. 


The Springbank community can nominate good causes to receive the cash reward. For example the reward could go to a local sports club, a school in the area, a charity working locally, a church or youth project.
