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New Extended Services Disadvantage Subsidy aims to ensure that all children can access out of school activities. The focus for this new funding is on those children who are prevented from accessing activities due to their inability to pay and on removing barriers to participation, whether they are structural eg transport or cost, or personal eg confidence and motivation. The government has committed over £200m nationally which is currently being piloted in every local





authority ahead of full roll out in 2010/11.  The overall aim of the funding is to improve well-being, raise achievement and narrow the attainment gap for those children and young people included in the project. 





How much funding is available for each child and what does it cover? £300 per child to cover 2 hours activities per week and 30 hours activity during school holidays. The profile of spend may vary according to the child or young person and how the activities are delivered. The aim is for children and young people to achieve a sustained involvement in out-of-school-hours Extended Services activities over the longer term. 











Who is eligible for funding? Children aged 5 – 16 (18 in full time education) who are who are eligible for free school meals, are looked after, or meet other agreed criteria indicating economic disadvantage, and who are not regularly participating in activities and potentially not on target in terms of attainment.

What’s happening in Gloucestershire? We have a number of innovative pilot projects operating during 2009/10 which will help inform how the subsidy will roll out in 2010/11 when over £1.6M will be available for funding activities.  Monitoring is a requirement of funding and will play a key role in assessing its impact during the pilot stage and over the coming year.
