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Brief Facts & Figures

For the crime year so far (1st April 2010 – 31st January 2011) overall crime in the Hesters Way INA is down by 13.4%. In real terms this equates to 347 fewer crimes and victims of crime.
Violence against the person is down by 10.2%, 20 fewer offences.

Overall burglary is down by 5.7%, 27 fewer offences. 
Overall theft is down by 14.4%, 130 fewer offences.

Criminal Damage is down by 16.18%, 88 fewer offences.

Results

Since arriving at Hesters Way towards the end of November there has been a notable increase in overall crime compared to previous months this year. This is reflected across the majority of the Constabulary despite the hard work being done by officers at the INA working together with our partners and communities. 
Despite the economic climate undoubtedly having an impact on this I am confident that the force restructure will enable us to address this with more staff available to deal with local issues and local criminals.

Looking Ahead

As I have just mentioned and as you will already be aware from Insp Sherwood’s last report we are currently undergoing a process of review and restructure to ensure the best use of resources. Already this process has begun with the amalgamation of Hesters Way and Whaddon INA’s into the Cheltenham North Local Policing Team.
On 1st April this amalgamation will devolve more responsibility and ownership on to the LPA Inspectors in terms of crime, community issues and the alignment of staff to deal with these matters.
As a service we remain committed to tackling the priorities set by our communities and we will carry on working with our partners and communities to tackle these and the concerns of local residents, to keep people safe from harm and to increase the levels of confidence and satisfaction felt by all of those that we deal with.

For my part I am determined to make the lives of those who engage in crime and anti-social behaviour as miserable and uncomfortable as possible and in a very short space of time I would hope that the local community will embrace this approach by supporting us with intelligence and evidence.

The information provided by our communities needs to be the integral part in how we direct our resources, to target those who commit crime and impact on the quality of life for all residents of the area. Therefore as Insp Sherwood has asked before, I make an appeal to all sectors of the community to contact the police, either directly on 0845 090 1234 or anonymously on the crime stoppers number 0800 555 111 if they have any information which might assist us. I assure you that it will be acted on.
