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Brief Facts & Figures

For the year to date (1st April 2010 – 19th July 2010) overall crime in the Hesters Way INA is down by 17.7%. In real terms this equates to 176 fewer crimes and victims of crime.
Violence against the person is down by 26.5% from 166 to 122 offences.

Overall burglary is up by 12.4% from 137 to 154 offences. 
Within this category there have been 20 fewer non dwelling burglaries but 37 more dwelling burglaries. It is a sobering fact that in this last month more than 50% of all dwelling burglaries have been through an insecurity.
Overall theft is down by 18.8% from 372 to 302 offences.

Criminal Damage is down by 22.5% from 217 to 168 offences.

During the year a total of 3732 incidents were recorded in the Hesters Way area, of which 833 were grade 1 incidents requiring attendance within 10 minutes.

Positive Results

The fact that we have managed to continue the crime reduction seen in previous years is impressive and should been seen as a sign of the success of neighbourhood policing and partnership working.
As always our regular operations – Lollypop, Lightening, Lister have continued. 
Recent operations have seen warrants executed in relation to stolen cycles and drugs. 
Looking Ahead

Like all of the public sector the police face a tough time with financial cuts to be made and changes to the infrastructure of our organisation, but this should not affect the service we provide to our communities, individuals within those communities or the way we operate with our partners. 
Operation Like will be commencing again very shortly to highlight the potential dangers of leaving homes insecure and there will be a number of ASB related operations over the lighter months of the summer.

Halloween & Bonfire night will be upon us before our next meeting so it I would draw attention to the fact that we will be running Operation Lucifer again to provide visible reassurance to people, reduce in so far as possible ASB and deal with criminality related to these events. We will be talking to our partners and communities about this in due course.

We will carry on working with partners and communities to address community priorities, the concerns of local residents and to increase the levels of confidence and satisfaction felt by all of those that we deal with.

The information provided by our communities continues to play an integral part in how we direct our resources, to target those who commit crime and impact on the quality of life for all residents of the area.
