On Thursday 12th August, PCSOs from
Hesters Way SCT alongside officers
from British Transport Police (BTP)
offered train travellers crime prevention
advice. The officers gave out information
on how to keep your bike safe, a number
of bike locks and security marking kits.

“Taking simple steps such as getting
your bike coded and making sure it is
kept secure can make a significant
difference in preventing it from being
stolen by acting as a deterrent to
potential thieves.”

“We also suggest that you register the
bike with the National Mobile Property
Register. - PCSO Wilkinson.

BTP will continue to work in partnership
with colleagues at Gloucestershire Police
to deliver safety messages and advice to
passengers using the rail network to help
drive down crime.

BTP PCSO, Mandy Mellings, is the
officer responsible for Cheltenham Rail
Station and will be liaising with our SCT
officers, rail staff, passengers and
retailers, to help make it a safer
environment for all.

YOUTH FESTIVAL -
SPRINGBANK

On 17th July 2010 a Youth Festival was
held at Springbank Resource Centre with
over 200 people attending and lots of
free activities for members of the public
to enjoy such as breakdancing, face
painting, a bouncy castle and fun and
games with the play rangers.

Officers from Gloucestershire Police
spoke with many people at the event,
offering crime prevention advice and
discussing any concerns they had about
the local area. Bikes were security
coded and registered on immobilise (a
web-site to register property via serial
numbers) and information was provided
along with advice how to improve home
security. A Nintendo Wii was used at the
event to help young people understand
the consequences of drink driving. The
driving simulation Mario Kart was used
whilst they were wearing ‘beer goggles’
provided by the council. These goggles
when the young people had them on
impaired their vision, helping them to
experience what it would be like to be
drunk. We then asked them to drive their
character on the Wii around the track.
The young people found this impossible
to do and they commented on how this
experience was beneficial as it showed
them just how dangerous drink driving is.
