1. That the Articles of Association of the Company are amended by deleting all the provisions of the Company’s Memorandum of Association which, by virtue of section 28 Companies Act 2006, are to be treated as provisions of the Company’s Articles of Association.

2. That the Articles of Association set out in the document attached to this resolution be adopted as the Articles of Association of the Company in substitution for and to the entire exclusion of the existing Articles of Association of the Company
2006 Companies Act 

Following investigations in 2010 it was highlighted that the a number of alterations necessitated by the Companies Act 2006 should be made to our Governing Documents, including incorporating the Memorandum of Association within the Articles of Association.

The proposed revised Articles of Association have been drafted by Rickerby’s Solicitors and reflect the following major changes:

· References to the Charities Act has now been included in the definitions under Article 1
· The clause preventing permanent trading activities has been removed from the objects.
· The notice period under Article 18 has been brought in line with Companies Act 2006 requirements so is now only 14 days.
· To include Article 24 to reflect each member’s ability to appoint a proxy under the changes set out in the Companies Act 2006.  
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
