There are four stages you can use to help solve crime reduction problems:

Scanning (S)


Scan data from a range of sources:


police crime data


crime and disorder audits


local information


public libraries





(R) Response


Apply RAT


This allows you to prioritise the interventions and focus resources.





Ensure that the interventions are:


Appropriate


Realistic


Cost Effective





Analyse (A)


Apply the PAT to gain a full understanding of the issue.


List the features of:


Victim


Offender 


Location





Assess (A)


Do the work and monitor it to track progress.


Evaluate the work to check whether your methods have been appropriate, realistic and cost effective and that they have worked.
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
