Current SARA plans for Hesters Way

St Marks

St Peters Close and alley to Moors Park – A SARA plan was created on 21.10.10 in order to address criminal damage at St Peters Close and the alleyway leading to Moors Park. Since the 21st March 2011 there have been regular patrols of this area by Police Officers and Police Community Support Officers. The area seems to be improving. There was one occasion when officers had to deal with local youths for underage drinking and another where the officers put out a small fire in the Moors Park. On the whole, when officers have patrolled there are no issues and nothing to report. The SARA plan was reviewed at the most recent Neighbourhood Co-ordination Group Meeting on 5th July 2011 and it was agreed to keep this plan open over the summer months with a view to reviewing and closing at the next NCG. This was due to reports of youths throwing crab apples and also an investigation into criminal damage being caused to an individual property, which backs onto the park. 
Springbank
Grenadier Road and Graveney Court – A SARA plan was created on 19th January 2011 in order to address reported drug dealing in Grenadier Road and Graveney Court. Since 21st March 2011 there have been regular overt patrols in both Grenadier Road and Graveney Court. From the period of 21st March 2011 to 7th June 2011 the patrols reported no issues. There is some suggestion that the increased patrols caused the activity at Graveney Court to cease. However, from 9th July 2011 it appears that activity has again increased in Grenadier Road with intelligence about drug activity being submitted. There are plans for further police action, both overt and covert in the coming weeks. The SARA plan was reviewed at the most recent NCG on 5th July 2011 and it was agreed that it would continue and this remains a policing priority.
Wymans Brook 
Annecy House, Tewkesbury Road – A SARA plan was created on 10th May 2011 in order to address reported drug dealing and use at Annecy House. Since this date there have been a large number of high visibility patrols in the area by both Police Officers and Police Community Support Officers. These patrols have included checking the stairwell of the block by use of a fire key. Annecy house has now also been included in Operation Jet. On the whole, the patrols have reported no issues. It appears that the activity is linked with one address in Annecy house. PCSO’s have been in regular contact with occupants of Annecy House and there has been very little to report from them. Officers have also been in touch with CBH, who have not received any reports from their residents. It appears that the police activity has stopped the drug activity in the public areas. The police activity will continue and the plan will be reviewed at the next NCG on the 9th August 2011.
Kingsditch

Mackenzie Way – A SARA plan was opened on 10th May 2011 in order to address vehicles parked on the junction of Mackenzie Way/Manor Road, causing obstruction to local businesses and danger to road users. Since this date numerous patrols by both Police Officers and Police Community Support Officers have taken place. On two occasions PCSO’s had identified vehicles causing an obstruction. Both vehicles were associated with the Hylton Renault and Nissan Garage. Otherwise there were no issues to report by patrolling officers. It is anticipated that this SARA plan with be closed at the next NCG on 9th August 2011.
Swindon Village


Swindon Village School – A SARA plan was opened on 14th December 2009 in order to address parking congestion, inconsiderate parking and dangerous manoeuvres outside Swindon Village School. Since 21st March 2011 there have been regular patrols outside the school at relevant times by both Police Officers and Police Community Support Officers. The PCSO’s have been working closely with the school providing road safety leaflets, which were distributed to parents. Operation Lollipop has been running since the SARA plan was opened and involves officers patrolling the school at relevant times to give advice to parents, re-assurance and to enforce any offences. The SARA plan was reviewed on 10th May 2011 and it was agreed that it would continue and be reviewed at the NCG on 9th August 2011. Since this date operation lollipop has continued with regular patrols of the school. From the period 10th May 2011 to 11th July 2011 there have been no issues reported by the school. There were reports in May about abuse between parents over a parking issue. On the whole the patrols have reported no issues, other than giving advice to parents about their parking. This issue is recognised as a concern for all schools and this plan will be reviewed at the next NCG on 9th August 2011 with a view to closing this SARA. 
Closed SARA plans for Hesters Way
Hesters Way

Village Road - a SARA plan was opened on 21st October 2010 to address reported speeding issues and poor visibility due to parked cars in Village Road. This SARA plan was closed at the NCG on 6th April 2011. From 21st March 2011 until the NCG on 6th April 2011 Police Officers and Police Community Support Officers regularly patrolled Village Road. There were no reports of speeding.  A vote held at the NCG on 6th April 2011 agreed to close the SARA.
Springbank

Persimmons Gardens – a SARA plan was opened on 21st October 2010 to address vehicle access into Persimmon Gardens via a footpath link to Howell Road (closed at NCG 5/7/11). The SARA plan was originally opened to include reported drug dealing in Howell Road, but was later revised due to police action reducing the problem of drugs in that area. Since the 21st March 2011 there have been regular patrols of Persimmon Gardens and Howell Road. There were no reports of any issues by Police before the NCG on 6th April 2011. The NCG agreed to keep the SARA plan open as work was ongoing by Cllr Jeffries to encourage the installation of a permanent barrier in the footpath preventing vehicular access. A temporary solution of large boulders was installed. Regular patrols continued by police following the NCG on 6th April 2011 and there were no issues to report. A permanent barrier was installed in early June 2011, which appears to be the solution to the SARA. A vote held at the NCG on 5th July 2011 agreed to close this SARA.  
St Marks

Christ Church School, Malvern Road –  a SARA plan was opened on 6th April 2011 in order to address poor parking and speeding outside Christ Church School, Malvern Road. It was agreed at the NCG that the Police, Cllr Shepphard and the school would work together in order to devise a sustainable solution. A walking bus was suggested and this involved the parents dropping their children at Waitrose and then the school staff and volunteers would walk the children to school along the Honeybourne Line. Various speed checks were conducted and it appears that the issue was of perceived speeding, rather than actual speeding. The police worked with the school to provide road safety leaflets. Regular patrols were undertaken to educate parents about parking and to enforce any offences. There were no issues to report. The police contacted Waitrose about the possibility of a walking bus and they wouldn’t entertain the idea as they didn’t want to open the floodgates to all other schools. Contact was made with the school bursar on 30th June 2011 who stated that the parents had gone quiet on the issue and that they would not be interested in a walking bus. The SARA plan was reviewed at the NCG on 5th July 2011 and it was recognised that this is a problem in all schools and there is perceived speeding. As the school and Waitrose were unwilling to co-operate it was agreed that the NCG would be unable to solve this problem. A vote was held and the SARA plan was closed.
