Sara Plan Update February 2011
SWINDON VILLAGE and WYMANS BROOK
Last NCG – 10.01.11. Next meeting: 10.05.11
(NOT A SARA)
Kingsditch / Boy Racer issue – Reports from local residents and businesses of large groups of motorists who attend this location to show off their vehicles. Reported littering, driving in an anti-social manner (speeding, wheel spins, excessive noise).
A Boy Racer working party has been set up chaired by Cllr Suzanne Williams. Attendees include Cheltenham Borough Council, Police (Hesters Way, Town Centre and RPU),  Councillors, Parklife to identify all measures to address this issue (short, medium and long term) utilising a multi-agency approach. No single agency can independently resolve this issue.
Update: Police have operations planned to begin in the spring and are working in partnership with CBC and Parklife. Last meeting 14.01.11. Next meeting 11.03.11
Sara - Swindon Village School – parking issues at drop off and collection times.
Local residents, the School authorities and parents have all raised concerns about poor driving in this location. The main cause is parents dropping children off at school. This is a situation that is shared by schools across the division.
Update: The School staff will continue to conduct education activities with pupils and also parents when dropping off. It is possible for school staff to provide details and evidence to local officers concerning obstruction offences. Hesters Way SCT officers will then submit a summons file where applicable.

Good progress on this Sara, police and school have begun information sharing and a driver will be warned following repeat parking issues.
HESTERS WAY & Springbank and Fiddlers Green
Last NCG meeting 19.01.10 (next meeting 06.04.11)
Sara – Howell Road – drug dealing. Closed down as linked and responded to as part of Graveney Court.
Sara - Graveney Court – Drugs misuse. Lead is Police. Good progress with RSL’s becoming actively involved. Positive drugs warrants have been executes, suspects arrested (currently on bail) and joint ASB / tenancy visits by police/RSL’s. On-going.
Sara – Village Road – Reported speeding around chicanes. Engagement and speed survey completed. This identified this was a perceived issue as opposed to an actual issue. SCT will conduct further engagement with local residents and feedback. Cllr Williams will take forward road safety concerns to the planning departments and update the NCG.
Agenda Item - Springbank shops – Litter and degradation. Lead Cllr Peter Jeffries. Area has suffered long term neglect. Agreed good progress made – regular cleaning (litter) is now being undertaken (pressure by CBC). Long term development is still an option although negotiations are continuing with the developer. An action has been taken to identify the prospects of displaying art work in the area.
Agenda Item - Persimmon Homes estate - Work continues to address lighting and adoption issues. Recently residents reported vehicles using footpath between Persimmon and Howell Road. Cllr Peter Jeffries has taken the lead. Site visit on 26.01.11 and a boulder has been placed temporarily. Persimmon will attend and move existing boulders to provide permanent solution (diagonal across entire span to prevent vehicles but allow cycles/ foot traffic.

Last NCG meeting 10.01.11 (next meeting 06.04.11)

Sara – Coronation Square – Agreed good progress in relation to litter issue. Discussion re development but this time this is an unlikely solution. At this time Sara is closed following positive results of litter actions however a working party will meet to discuss comprehensive engagement completed last year to identify any other issues which may be suitable to be resolved by NCG. 

Sara - Wharfdale Square - Reports of youths causing damage and annoying residents.
Update: Two metre high metal palisade fencing has been erected by residents /CBC.  Anti climb measures to be introduced in nearby gardens to deter access.

Since fence has been erected there have been no reported incidents. No damage. It was agreed to close this Sara.

Sara – St Peters Close – To address criminal damage at St Peters Close and the alleyway leading to Moors Park

Gating order is not an available option due to legalities over highway / footpath. A cops resolution has been completed. Police patrols continue and residents have been asked to come forward with names of youths causing problems. Tim Collett to engage with local youths and Cllr Mike Skinner to contact The Rock re possible youth activities.
Agenda Item - King George Fifth Park – Issues regarding use of basketball court.
