	Agenda Item 1 – Apologies & Introductions

	Agenda Item 2 - Notes of last meetings and matters arising

· Minutes of the last meeting were agreed and signed as an accurate record.
· Matters Arising
1. The Chair read out an update from Cllr Morris, who was unable to attend.  Cllr Morris has visited the control centre and some changes to CCTV cameras have been implemented.  EON has now installed cables to the lighting on the path linking Pilgrove Way to the Resource Centre and car park.  Some delays in Persimmon Homes installing correct conduit for lighting in park which should be completed within one month.
2. Map of Green Spaces not provided by Cllr Morris.  Action to remain from 3.2.10.
3. Kevin Devaney advised that Pat Hope, Cubs District Leader has visited Arthur Dye Primary promoting Springbank Cubs and is also liaising with St Marks Scouts.
4. Action complete.
5. Water butts now installed although Vi Hall to liaise with Centre Staff over lost bung in one of the butts.
6. Construction of play builder equipment delayed in Springfield Park but thought to commence soon.  Discussion held on levels of fly tipping in park.  Suggestion made by Sarah Travis for a monthly collection of large items to be trialled to encourage local resident to dispose of items which would normally be subject to a collection fee in an appropriate manner.  Suggested that this could be discussed at joint estate inspection planned for 10th June, which it is hoped RSLs will attend. 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	Agenda Item 3 – Children & Young People
	

	· Hesters Way Neighbourhood Project (HWNP) – Kevin Devaney advised that Youth Club has started again at Springbank Community Resource Centre on Tuesday and Thursdays although Tim Collett, Youth Worker, has been absent for a while.  Break dancing project has recently ended, generally well attended with young people performing at the recent Jobs Fair.  PCSO Jenny Bellis hoping to follow this with music workshops, funding permitting, although likely to be held at Oasis.
·  HWNP are organising a Youth Festival at Springbank Community Resource Centre on 17th July in Partnership with Glos Youth Service and the Scouts.
· Kevin advised that activities planned to coincide with litter pick on last Saturday of the month have not yet commenced although plans are still in place to start in the summer holidays.  Young people have asked for activities but attendance low as activities not available.  Kevin to liaise with Youth Service and Springbank Cubs.

· Springbank Football Project – Andy Hayes advised that following work with Simon Peruzza, Cheltenham Town Football Club, there are plans to deliver Saturday morning football at Springfield Park.  Involvement of local parents is key to the success of the project with 3-4 parents needed to support the coaches.  Andy will be promoting the project in local schools during the world cup period to promote and engage with parents and children.  Project will initially target year 3 pupils with hopes that the project will be sustainable and grow each school year.  Parental support to be encouraged through participation, opportunities to engage in FA coaching opportunities and match day visits.  Potential for the project to submit a funding proposal to Extended Services funding (deadline for submissions is 19th May 2010). · Disadvantage Subsidy – Funding of £1.6m available via Gloucestershire County Council to support financially disadvantaged children to take part in activities.  As yet administration of funding and criteria not yet known or how eligible children will be identified.  Noted by those present that until criteria known it is impossible to guess which children will benefit and which organisations may be able to submit projects for funding.
	

	
	

	Agenda Item 4 - Community Safety  
	

	· Gloucestershire Police – PCSO Wayne Lippett advised that there have been issues with burglaries in the area with officers engaging in Operation Like in response, checking properties for insecurities in the local area and advising home owners of potential issues.  Incidents of anti social behaviour low although concerns raised that this may increase with lighter evenings.  PCSO Morag Gordon is working on an anti social behaviour scheme working with schools and carrying out home visits with young people causing problems.  Wayne to investigate trends in anti social behaviour in the area since the opening of the Springbank Community Resource Centre and advise Kevin Devaney of findings.  Kevin hopeful that reductions may be helpful in attracting funding to the Centre.
· Police attended recent Hesters Way Primary safety day delivering talks to all classes and engaging with pupils throughout the school day and parents after school.  Fire Service and Cheltenham Borough Homes amongst other agencies in attendance.  Day very positively received with negotiations taking place for similar events in other local schools.  

· PCSOs recently attended Arthur Dye Primary School to meet with children and raise profile.  There are plans for officers to attend local schools for an hour a week to build up relationships.

In addition the following was noted:

· Lots of mowing and litter picking activity in the area from Cheltenham Borough Council (CBC).

· There is an increase in litter picking groups in the park, in addition to Friends of Springbank, Protocol Skills and groups of Young Offenders also active.  Janice Payne, CBC is coordinating activity to ensure most efficient use of time and effort.  Pupils from Arthur Dye Primary also to get involved in the FOS litter pick on the last Saturday of each month.
· Kevin Devaney reported that 17 volunteers from UCAS to carry out work in the Resource Centre and Park on 19th May 2010.

· Andy Hayes reported on a Springwatch Wild Day Out project sponsored by the BBC to be held in Springfield Park.  Event being organised by Janice Payne, CBC, to inspire people to take action on Bio Diversity in the area.  Park Rangers will holding sessions in bio diverse areas of the park for young children and parents in the morning followed by lunch and an activity to build a bug hotel and an afternoon session for adults.  The project will also secure three information boards near paths identifying plants, animals and insects.  A further information board, funded by Hesters Way Partnership, with information on the wind turbine will also be erected.
